“I’m Not Afraid to Tell the World How I Feel”
Quotes to use for a “Write-Around”

* I put one quote at the top of each lined page, using the same number of quotes as there are kids in the group.  That way, it’s flexible, and the timing doesn’t get all screwy (
The kids are asked to read the quote they are given and respond to it in writing.  After a few minutes have passed, the kids switch papers (clockwise or counter clockwise for a little math review).  Then, they need to read the quote and their classmate’s response, and respond to both.  
I add more time for writing as more kids, “join the conversation.”  It has been a great tool in beginning to teach them how to “discuss” as opposed to just wait their turn to just say what they were thinking.
This is also a way of preparing them for a real discussion with their peers when they share the quotes they have selected from the speech.

Here are four I’ve used so far:

“In my life I have dreamt of seeing great herds of wild animals, jungles, and rain forests full of birds and butterflies, but now I wonder if they will exist for my children to see.”

“If you don’t know how to fix it, please stop breaking it!”
“We are all part of a family, five billion strong – in fact, thirty million species strong – and borders and governments will never change that…we are all in this together and should act as one single world toward one single goal.”

“”All this is happening before our eyes, and yet we act as if we have all the time we want and all the solutions.”
